5. Show where the Mediterranean Sea, Red Sea and Dead Sea are in relationship to the Nile River.

· Abydos, Thebes, Hermopolis, Akhetaten, Memphis, Bubastis. Alexandria, Meroe, Khartoum, and Elephantine
7. Show these historic sites.

· Valley of the Kings, Great Pyramid, Sphinx, Abu Simbel, Pharos (lighthouse in the port of Alexandria), and oasis of Faiyum.  Consider using symbols to represent them
8. Include and label these physiographic features.

· Western Desert, Eastern Desert, White Nile, Blue Nile, Nile, Nile Delta,  Sinai Peninsula, Wadi el-Natrun, , Nubian Desert, Libyan Desert, Arabian Desert, 
9. Include and label these political features.
· Nubia, Sudan, Kush, Sinai, Cyprus,  Arabia
