Preparing for NHD Judging Interviews
Part of your NHD Project is preparing for and being interviewed about your project.  As for all interviews you should start with being appropriately dressed.  The correct attire (dress) for this interview is business attire (slacks, shirt, tie, dresses, nice pants, etc.).  You should maintain eye contact with your judges and speak clearly about your topic.  You should practice answering a variety of questions about your project and be prepared to answer questions that aren’t listed below.  You know more and can vocalize more about your topic than your project shows.  Judges can get an idea of what you know in the interview.  Be at your judging interview appointment 15 minutes before your assigned judging time.  Come prepared to the competition with 4 copies of your process paper and annotated bibliography.  I will give you these documents Thursday, 3/6 to take with you.  I will be at another conference Friday, 3/7 and Saturday 3/8 and will be unable to make copies or access projects.
